COURSE INFORMATION 

We will use the ‘wiki’ tool on ONCOURSE. Students will post journal entries, at least 3 entries per week, in their respective wiki pages, and also post other assignments. 
Every two weeks, we will discuss one kanga saying and how the saying is used as a message in indirect communication. We will also discuss different uses of the kanga. 
Fridays will focus on reading short stories from the story book Hadithi za sababu, Stories with reasons. There will be comprehension exercises, word games and role plays.
Students will work in groups of 4 or 5 to prepare a project to be presented in class at the end of the semester. Groups will be established during the first week of class; Topics due during the 3rd week. Outline of project to be posted on ONCOURSE at the end of the 5th week. Students in each group work collaboratively through out the semester and post different aspects of the project on assigned wiki pages. 
For reinforcing listening in a fun way, songs will be integrated throughout the semester.
There will be a language festival towards the end of the semester, date and place to be determined. The whole class will do a presentation at the festival. The instructor will provide you with more information as the course progresses.
Students are encouraged to attend conversation sessions, day and time to be announced, to reinforce speaking skills and enhance vocabulary by doing word games like scrabble.
There will be tutoring sessions at the Teter Academic Center on Mondays and Wednesdays from 7:00pm to 10:00 pm with Mwalimu Abdulwahid.
